Give a more detailed overview of the conference/project/network objectives, methodology, working plan, realization (if applicable), possible problems, budget, similar projects, conducted research and/or further research. Address special attention to keynote speakers and their presentations.                       Make it very clear how the book relates to the scope of the ERL framework; ideally, clarify which of the ERL strands the books addresses (Scope Major - http://educationalroleoflanguage.org/erl-journal/erl-journal-scope-major/ and/or Scope Minor - http://educationalroleoflanguage.org/erl-journal/erl-journal-scope-minor/).
In case of ongoing projects/conferences/networking opportunities, provide relevant contact details.
Reports are usually 600 to 2,000 words in length. It is best to aim for 1,000-1,500 words. We urge you to use this template when submitting a report to the Educational Role of Language Journal.
